v' Oversee your group’s behavioural/emotional issues, liaise with your Age Group Manager and be proactive.

Health, Hygiene & Safety
v Monitor, assess and promote a healthy and safe camp (e.g. regular toilet runs and hand washing).

v" You must have regard for how the EYFS can be incorporated into your timetable.

v" Once a week help run activities and care for campers who have booked an extended/late stay.

v" When required this may include: changing age groups, break supervision, managing equipment & closely
communicate with Age Group Manager.
